-out of the flood insurance 

program and stop paying in-

surance premiums if they so 

choose. 

Detailed mapping of the spe-

cific properties involved in 

Community Development 

Director, Bob Martin has 

been working with the Fed-

eral Emergency Management 

Agency (FEMA) re-mapping 

Sultanõs Flood Zone. òThe 

results look promising that a 

lot of Sultan citizens will ex-

perience a reduction or total 

elimination of the flood insur-

ance they pay,ó said Martin at 

the November, 2010 City 

Council meeting. 

Overall, the changes to the 

flood mapping in the City of 

Sultan has a positive effect on 

this change are available by 

contacting city hall. The 

changes are not expected to 

take effect until late 2011.

Improvements include addi-

tional traffic signals and 

lighting at US 2 and Sultan 

Basin Road; left turn lanes 

on US 2; curbs, gutters and 

sidewalks; and storm water 

treatment.
